RWANDA



Wildlife-lover? Our trip to 
Rwanda will delight you. The 
Virunga Mountains, spread 
across five volcanoes, offer a 
rich ecosystem utterly unique 
to East Africa. Crossing the 
border into the Democratic 
Republic of Congo and 
Uganda, this is the only place 
in the world where you’ll 
encounter the endangered 
mountain gorilla. Majestic, 
gentle and surprisingly 
human-like, observing 
these creatures in their 
natural habitat is a special 
experience. 

Head to Nyungwe National 
Park, and you’ll encounter 
chimpanzees swinging 
through the canopy; in 
Akagera, you’ll find lions, 
elephants, zebras and 
giraffes roaming the 
savannah, many of which 
have been recently 
re-introduced to Rwanda.
